They are motivated and ready
to get back into a regular exercise regime. K-2nd grades are working on the fundamentals of
the 8 locomotor skills (running, walking, jumping, skipping, hopping, leaping, side-sliding, and
galloping) and incorporating them into aerobic games and activities. They are learning
about personal space and cooperating with peers with different skill levels. Third through
eighth grades are getting a fun start with the flying disc (Frisbee). They will be practicing and
developing the fundamental skills of throwing for accuracy and distance, catching, offense,
and defense. Most of our P.E. units are from the SPARKS P.E. curriculum which emphasizes
cardiovascular endurance, muscle strength and fithess skills.  All classes are based on the
California State Standards.
